April 21, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 4:05 P.M.


Ann Murdock conducted a demonstration of EBSCO’s general database.  The Ultra Online Package for high schools can be purchased for the RILINK price of 

$2, 880.00 (retail $3, 199.00).  The package for middle schools is Middle School Plus.  If interested in getting the RILINK price you would have to let Dorothy know so that it will be included in your RILINK billing. A sixty-day trial will be set up by Friday, April 23rd.  The URL is trial.epnet.com and the user name is rilink and password is trial.


There are 40 current members.  Gaudet Middle School, Middletown dropped out.  Dorothy has received some inquiries from schools in East Greenwich.


RILINK has a new bar code vendor who will allow smaller orders than the previous one.  Dorothy will be sending out an inquiry in June for those who might be interested in ordering bar codes. There is already a new order form on the web site. Both single and double rolls will be available for $30.00 a roll.  1000 labels to a roll.  These bar codes should arrive by September and payment would be expected at that time. 


Dorothy would like you to let her know when you are going to ftp your records to her.  It helps her identify the records (if they are not labeled correctly) if she knows approximately when they will arrive.  If you choose to exclude a section from your RILINK records you can send more than one file.  Just identify them with the same name and then the number of the file. For example, CHW 1 2004, meaning file from Cranston High School West, file #1 for the year 2004.

Dorothy intends to concentrate on public relations in the future.  She needs more RILINK stories.  She finds them very persuasive with people who are providing funding.

Dorothy is preparing a survey to be sent to high schools and middle schools that are not now in RILINK.  A draft has been e-mailed to members for comment.  Some new members felt that a barrier for people joining RILINK is the procedure for joining LORI.  These new members found the procedure confusing, intimidating and time-consuming, particularly the technology plan.

Several members complained about Spam in the RILINK e-mail.  Dorothy said that is a RIDE problem.  If you are experiencing Spam contact RIDE and ask them to consider doing something about it.

Follett is coming out with a new product similar to netTrekker.  RILINK may be able to purchase it for the union catalog.  This product would have the R I Standards.
