SECRETARY’S REPORT

December 3, 2003

PRESENT: Sister Diane Russo, Dorothy Frechette, Jane Perry, Livia Giroux, Donna Good, Joyce Boyd, Jennifer Long, Doris Duggan, Carol Mayhew, Linda Wood, Patti Folsom and Kathy Gendron.

The meeting was called to order at 3:45 P.M.


Dorothy asked for feedback on the trials of Encyclopedia Britannica Online, Facts on File, Opposing Viewpoints and World Book Encyclopedia Online.  The consensus was that RILINK members are interested in World Book Online.  Dorothy will look into getting a grant for RILINK to subscribe for one year.  For now, she will include it on the pricing sheet as an add-on.  This means that a member can get RILINK pricing but would handling ordering and billing themselves.


Dorothy asked the members present to brainstorm possible funding sources for RILINK.  Ideas suggested were the Champlain Foundation, North Family Trust in Newport and the Rhode Island Historical Society.  Anyone with additional ideas please let Dorothy know. 


Dorothy is contemplating the Rhode Island Foundation as a source of funding for school libraries to both join RILINK and become a Destiny school library.  Part of the cost would be paid for by a grant and part by the school district. In addition there would be a firm commitment by the school district for multiple years membership in RILINK.  Dorothy polled members if they would prefer to offer incentives for entities to join as a district rather than as individual schools.  The members felt that the hook for elementary school libraries would be joining RILINK as a Destiny school with the whole district.  Grant funding for Destiny would make automating the elementary libraries much easier. It is very difficult for individual elementary schools to justify the cost of automation and RILINK membership. The consensus was to provide incentives for joining RILINK as a school district.


Follett is reducing the prices on software.  They are trying to get a larger share of the market.  


Recertification for LORI was discussed.  Every library has to submit some things annually: review the Technology Plan, submit statistics for ILL and verify contacts.  Libraries will go through the recertification process according to a revolving schedule.  To find out when your library is up for recertification check the LORI website.  The Technology Plan to be submitted is the plan specific to the library not the whole school.  It need not be official. It is your plan for technology in your library.  It can include training that you might feel you need.  The outline for the technology plan is on the LORI website. The LORI staff would be very happy to assist you with any questions or concerns you might have about the process.


It was suggested by Linda Wood that each member attending the next meeting bring a RILINK member librarian who has never been to a RILINK meeting.  It was decided that this would be done.
