3. Dorothy distributed a New York Times article about Google adding libraries to its database.

4. Tolman (Pawtucket) is joining RILINK and will hopefully be online in the spring.

5. Dorothy introduced Chaichin Chen from OLIS. Chaichin proceeded to review the LORI certification process. She visited the LORI website and pointed out where to find forms and information. Donna DiMichele (OLIS) clarified questions. Chaichen noted that when the entire packet is ready to submit, everything should be sent together in one envelope and not submitted separately. OLIS will send a letter confirming receipt of the complete package. 

6. Following the OLIS presentation, Dorothy discussed public relations and RILINK. She mentioned the problems schools have with technical support and the advantages Destiny (Follett) offers in tech support, noting that Destiny’s cost can be prohibitive ($4500 1st yr for current Follett customers), approx. $1200 after that). She reiterated wanting to procure state support to cover part of the cost. Kathy Gendron suggested having a Destiny demonstration at a future meeting. Dorothy asked for ideas on ways to publicize RILINK with students and teachers.
