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SECRETARY’S REPORT

October 1, 2003

PRESENT: Sister Diane Russo, Dorothy Frechette, Jane Perry, Kathy Gendron, Livia Giroux, Carol Mayhew, Linda Wood, Donna Good, Patti Folsom, Joyce Boyd, Linda La Clair, and Susan Murphy.

The meeting was called to order at 3:45 P.M.


Dorothy reported that RILINK has received an LSTA grant from OLIS.  The grant monies will be sufficient to purchase a new server and the licensing for the database software.  This software would enable RILINK to run Follett’s Destiny program.  Right now we are missing the funding for the purchase of the Destiny program. Dorothy is looking for the funding for it.  Destiny is the wave of the future.  Its advantages are that it is all web-based, school/district people would not have to be involved in updating/loading software, could see availability of materials, no problems with firewalls.  The Providence Public Schools is going on-line with Destiny within the year.  This may give our members a chance to see how this works.  Dorothy has a quote of approximately $100,000.00 for 30 schools.  This would be about $4,000.00-6,000.00 per school. Pricing for the Follett products using Destiny should be about the same as they are now.


LORI has informed Dorothy that South Kingstown High School is still a member of LORI.  They have met the requirement of making their holdings available on the web by putting their catalog on the SKHS web site.  However, several members have attempted to access the site and have not been able to do so.  LORI said if you wish to borrow something from SKHS Library and are unable to access their catalog you are to call them and speak with them about the situation.  If you are not satisfied with the situation you need to lodge a complaint with the LORI committee.


There are several new and prospective members.  Bay View Academy is up and running.  Knotty Oak Middle School, Coventry is all set.  However, we will have to bear with them as they have no book collection as yet!  Welcome, Bay View and Knotty Oak Middle School!  Flat River Middle School (formerly Coventry Middle School) has been required to apply to LORI as a new member.   Although this process has not been started their dues to RILINK have been paid.  The applications for the Tiogue School and the two schools in Jamestown are pending.  The Newport Public Schools are automating their six elementary schools with the ESEA grant.  Joining RILINK is a component of the grant.  Woonsocket is interested in joining as a district with ten schools.  That makes 22 potential members with a total of 55 schools.


The 2002-3 statistics are available.  Dorothy is sending them out in the delivery system to any school that was not in attendance at the meeting.  


Dorothy is asking OLIS to provide ILL/First Search training to RILINK members.  New members will be required to attend.  Established members may send new staff members as needed.


The LORI Committee is looking for representation from RILINK.  Jane Perry agreed to act as our representative.  Dorothy will be the alternate.


There may be a need for standardized call numbers in the future.  There is no requirement as this time.  In order to facilitate this a committee was established.  Donna Good, Sister Diane Russo and Livia Giroux agreed to serve on this committee.


Dorothy will be sending out notification of payment or non-payment of the current RILINK dues.  Please ignore if you have already received notification of payment previously.  If you receive bills from Follett for things paid for through RILINK please do not pay them.  If you have any concerns please contact Dorothy.  She is preparing next year’s billing.  Please indicate what products you would like for next year even if you do not know your budget.  The advantage to this is that the price is guaranteed. 


Dorothy will have next year’s proposed RILINK budget at the November meeting.  Please let her know if there any products or services you are interested in purchasing through RILINK.  World Book Online, Opposing Viewpoints and Facts on Files were suggested.  Dorothy will try to arrange trials.  Donna Good will demonstrate Opposing Viewpoints at the November meeting.
