1. The meeting commenced at 3:50 with a demonstration of ProQuest products by Mike Chmelewski. RILINK members can access a 60 day free trial at http://trials.proquest.com/ptc?userid=932437. Password- welcome.

2. Dorothy reviewed the RILINK budget. The computer upgrade and firewall       installation were discussed.

3. The application deadline for the new part-time librarian position was Friday 10/22. Interviews will commence once the applications are reviewed. 

4. RINET will host the server for SchoolMax. This is especially important for RICAT members since it will be easier to update student information.

5. Dorothy stated that she is not actively recruiting new members at the moment, but she has been meeting with various individual schools. She asked for suggestions for new member recruitment programs. Since membership is a budget issue, it was suggested that Superintendents be approached. The cost savings in tech support that RILINK would supply as opposed to the school districts shouldering the full cost on their own should be stressed as a selling point. 

6. LORI standards recertification for one third of member schools is coming up in January. All new schools coming on board must meet LORI certification requirements and member schools must recertify every three years. 

7. A reminder that OLIS workshops are open and available to all librarians and can go towards fulfilling professional development requirements.

8. Future meeting dates were reviewed. Host sites were added for the following dates.

9. Thanks to Jennifer Long for updating the RILINK website. Dorothy is creating a new Web page, and once it is finished she will post it to get member reaction and input.  The Website will be coming off the RILINK server and the Union Catalog will run on a non-Microsoft web server. This should reduce the potential for viruses and provide more security.

10. Dorothy is still planning on having workshops on taking inventory. Suggestions for other workshops included Marc Magician and LORI inter-library loan.

11.  Dorothy stated that the time has come to have some state support for RILINK, possibly in the form of a grant. Possible legislators to contact were discussed.
